The narrator could be the parents.
The characters are: 
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The Gingerbread Man  -  The old woman   -   The old man   -   The cow   -   The horse   -  The hungry boy  -   The fox
The narrator: Once upon a time, an old man and an old woman lived in a small house.

(The narrator should use the continuous present tense which is common to the children)

The narrator: The old woman is cooking a gingerbread man. The old woman says:
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  “You’ve got a head. You’ve got two arms and two legs. You’ve got two eyes, a nose and   

                    a mouth.”                                                
The narrator: The old woman is putting the Gingerbread Man in the oven. The Gingerbread Man says:
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 “Open the door, please! I want to come out! ”
The narrator: So the old man is opening the door and the Gingerbread Man is jumping out. But the old man says: 
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   “Stop, come here! I want to eat you!”

The narrator: But the Gingerbread Man isn’t stopping and he is singing: 
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   “Run, run, you can’t catch me, I’m the Gingerbread Man.”

The narrator: So the old man and the old woman are running after the Gingerbread Man. Then is coming a cow. The cow says:
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   “Stop, come here! I want to eat you!”

The narrator: But the Gingerbread Man isn’t stopping and he is singing: 
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   “Run, run, you can’t catch me, I’m the Gingerbread Man.”

The narrator: So the old man, the old woman and the cow are running after the Gingerbread Man. Then is coming a horse. The horse says: 
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   “Stop, come here! I want to eat you!”

The narrator: But the Gingerbread Man isn’t stopping and he is singing:
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   “Run, run, you can’t catch me, I’m the Gingerbread Man.”

The narrator: So the old man, the old woman, the cow and a horse are running after the Gingerbread Man.

Then is coming a hungry boy. The hungry boy says: 
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    “Stop, come here! I want to eat you!”

The narrator: But the Gingerbread Man isn’t stopping and he is singing: 
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  “Run, run, you can’t catch me, I’m the Gingerbread Man.”

The narrator: So the old man, the old woman, the cow, a horse and a hungry boy are running after the Gingerbread Man. Then is coming a fox. The fox says: 
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   ”Stop, come here! I don’t want to eat you. I want to talk to you.”

The narrator: But the Gingerbread Man isn’t stopping and he is singing:
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  “Run, run, you can’t catch me, I’m the Gingerbread Man.”

The narrator: But the fox is running after the Gingerbread Man. So the Gingerbread Man is running and running. Soon the Gingerbread Man is coming to a river. The Gingerbread Man says: 
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   “Oh no ! a river, I can not swim.”

The narrator: The fox says:
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    “Jump on my tail. I will take you across the river.” 

The narrator: So the Gingerbread Man is jumping onto the fox’s tail. The Gingerbread Man and the fox are crossing the river. The fox says:
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    “I’m tired. Jump onto my back.” 
The narrator: So the Gingerbread Man is jumping onto the fox’s back. Then the fox says: 
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      “I’m tired. Jump onto my nose.”
The narrator: So the Gingerbread Man is jumping onto the fox’s nose. Suddenly, the fox is throwing the Gingerbread Man up up up into the air. The fox says: 
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      “I’m hungry!” 

The narrator: The fox is opening his mouth and he is eating the Gingerbread Man. The fox says:
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     “Yummy, yummy! You are delicious.”

The narrator: And that is the end!
