
     The first 5 numbers (adding one by one) 

 

 A. Number 2 is understood as 1+1, 3 as 2+1, etc. Oral analysis of the conventional representations of these numbers such as the faces of a dice or the fingers of one hand. For 
example, the 5-face of a dice is analyzed as 4 pips forming a square and a central one, the 5 fingers as the thumb or the little finger plus the other fingers. As for the sets of pips on 
the faces of a dice, note the two different ways of arranging 2 and 3.
